So that the scores will
be counted in the report card. Otherwise, the subject will score zero marks.

2. In case of school closure (e.g. typhoon, heavy rainstorms), the exam missed will be conducted

on the “reserved day”. Please refer to the school web page in due course.

Students should arrive at the exam venue before 8:15am for the first session of examination.

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(E) S3 Course Selection
The result of S3 Mock Course Selection was released in May via the school account

(s @kingling.edu.hk). Counselling was provided to particular S3 students by careers
teachers.

The annual
average mark will be used as the indicator of the course selection. The procedures of course
selection will be very similar to the mock course selection.
