The information of the parents or guardian must be the same as the information given
in the Student Record Form. If the applicant’s information is not the same as the Student Record Form, the
parents or the guardian should submit an authorization letter stating the authorizer’s name with ID card
number, the authorized person’s name with ID card number, and the reasons for authorization. The letter
should be signed by both the authorizer and the authorized person. A copy of identify card of the authorized
person should also be attached in the letter. If an authorization letter was submitted last year, there is no

need to submit another one given that no amendment needs to be made.

Relevant Arrangements of e-Submission

“Continuing Applicants” will be
given a pre-filled e-form when their identity has been successfully verified with a one-time verification
code. They are only required to check the pre-filled information of the student and the applicant therein and
fill in the class name of the student, and then make an e-submission with digital signing. “Continuing
Applicants” may amend the information on the e-form if necessary. If the student is newly admitted to a
school or has transferred to another school, the “Continuing Applicant™ has to select the name of the new
day-school in the pre-filled e-form. New applicants or applicants whose identity cannot be successfully
verified through the e-platform are required to fill in a blank e-form. Before making the submission,
applicants should check the accuracy of the information provided, especially the name of the school, so as
